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Appliance Rebate ProgramAppliance Rebate Program 

Florida’s ENERGY STAR appliance re-
bate program will focus on replacing 
products in the Florida home that pro-
vide the state with the most energy and 
water savings and that are not already 
covered by a state or large utility pro-
gram.  

Products eligible for Florida’s rebate 
program are only new appliances pur-
chased in the State of Florida for per-
sonal use by the consumer. Florida will 
offer a 20 percent rebate off the retail 
price of a new qualified ENERGY STAR 
appliance. Rebates only apply to the 
purchase of the appliance and not to 
delivery or installation costs. Rebates 
shall be available only for the following 
ENERGY STAR certified appliances and 
products: gas tank-less water heaters, 
clothes washers, refrigerators, dish-
washers, room air-conditioners and 
freezers. This program is available to all 
Florida residents through a mail-in re-
bate application and will launch April 16, 
2010, and conclude April 25, 2010. It is 
timed to coincide with Florida’s Earth 
Day Activities. Florida will hire a third-
party program administrator to handle 
the rebate process and to capture the 
needed metrics associated with the pro-
gram. All advertising and marketing for 
the rebate program will be undertaken 
by our program partners.  

While customers are encouraged to re-
place more than one appliance, they 
may only receive rebates on the pur-
chase of one of each type of ENERGY 
STAR appliance per address. In addi-
tional to the rebate for purchasing the 
ENERGY STAR appliance, consumers 
will also receive an additional $75 if they 
provide evidence of having recycled the 
old appliance. That evidence may con-
sist of a statement on the retailer receipt 
indicating pick-up of the old appliance or 
a receipt from the local public or private 
landfill of delivery of the old appliance.

City of Parkland  
Energy Incentive Rewards Program 

 

On January 16, 2008 the City Commission unanimously 
passed an ordinance creating incentives for environmen-
tally conscious purchases made by Parkland residents 
and businesses.  The program rewards Parkland resi-
dents and businesses for taking extra steps to be environ-
mentally conscious.  Parkland residents and businesses 
making energy smart home and business improvements 
or purchasing a hybrid vehicle will be eligible to receive 
incentive rewards after meeting specific criteria.   

The plan incorporates the following fifteen program models:  

1) Hybrid cars; 2) Incandescent light bulb replacement; 3) 
Solar power landscape lighting; 4) Ultra low flow toilets and 
shower heads; 5) Energy Star Program; 6) Exotic invasive 
tree replacement; 7) high efficiency air conditioner replace-
ment; 8) Isolé IDP-3050 Plug Load Control; 9) A/C duct sys-
tem test & repair; 10) photovoltaic solar panels for homes; 
and 11) photovoltaic soar water heater. New Programs in-
clude: 12) automatic sprinkler system rain sensor mainte-
nance; 13) sustainable landscape design; 14) photovoltaic 
solar pool pump; and 15) programmable thermostat retrofit.    

Program Criteria: 

Applications for the Energy Incentive Reward programs are on the City web site at   
cityofparkland.org or at the City Hall reception desk. The applications, detailed criteria 
and program outline the Energy Program requirements for each program model.  Only 
completed applications received by July 31, 2010 shall qualify for payment. Quali-
fying payments shall be made during the next fiscal year or after October 1, 2010.   

No person or entity shall be eligible for a payment under this program 
unless that person or entity pays ad valorem taxes on property within 
the City or resides in or owns a business located in the City; persons 
or entities leasing property within the City shall qualify. 

Only purchases after the effective date of this ordinance (January 16, 
2008) shall qualify.   

This program is unrelated to the ad valorem taxes paid by anyone who qualifies for the 
rebate and the funds for the program shall not be taken from ad valorem tax revenues. 

When the funds from that line item are exhausted, the program will 
be suspended for that fiscal year unless additional non-ad valorem 
funds are deposited in the line item account.  No payments in ex-
cess of that amount shall be made.  No payments shall be made 
from ad valorem revenues. 

Only completed applications received by 5:00 PM, July 31, 2010 
may qualify for payment.

Parkland Kids Camp  

Parkland Kids Camp is a summer recreation program for children ages 5 to 11 
(kindergarten through grade 6). Children must be five years of age by June 21, 
2010 to enroll in the program. The program locations are Park Trails Elementary 
School, Heron Bay Heights Elementary School and Westglades Middle School for 
all sessions.

What perfect timing for this optimistic, uplifting debut novel (and 
maiden publication of Amy Einhorn's new imprint) set during the 
nascent civil rights movement in Jackson, Miss., where black 
women were trusted to raise white children but 
not to polish the household silver.

Meredith has grown 
apart from Jeff, her childhood sweetheart and 
longtime husband. And Nina travels the world 
as a freelance photographer, meeting up occa-
sionally with lover Danny. Things have to fall 

apart before they get better, so after Jeff leaves Meredith and 
Nina's work begins to suffer, the sisters spend more time with 
Anya, who finally reveals more of the fairy tale she had told her 
daughters in their childhood. It doesn't take long for Meredith and Nina to figure out 
that this is really the true story of their mother's life in Leningrad during World War 
II. VERDICT This tearjerker weaves a convincing historical novel and contempo-
rary family drama with elements of romance. It is sure to please fans of Danielle 
Steel, Luanne Rice, and Nicholas Sparks. 

Going Rogue by Sarah Palin 
On September 3, 2008 Alaska Governor Sarah Palin gave a 
speech at the Republican National Convention that electrified 
the nation and instantly made her one of the most recogniz-
able women in the world. As chief executive of America′s 
largest state, she had built a record as a reformer who cast 
aside politics-as-usual and pushed 
through changes other politicians only 

talked about: Energy independence. Ethics reform. And the 
biggest private sector infrastructure project in U.S. history. Like 
her GOP running mate, John McCain, Palin wasn′t a packaged 
and over-produced "candidate."
